I, JANE NELSON, SECRETARY OF STATE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS, DO 

HEREBY CERTIFY, in accordance with Section 274.003 of the Texas Election Code, the 
following amendments are the proposed constitutional amendments as submitted by the 89th 
Legislature, Regular Session, to appear on the constitutional amendment ballot for the special 
election to be held November 4, 2025. 

STATE OF TEXAS PROPOSITION 1 
"The constitutional amendment providing for the creation of the pennanent technical institution 
infrastructure fund and the available workforce education fund to support the capital needs of educational 
programs offered by the Texas State Technical College System."
