If one or both parties to a Marriage License discover an error on the recorded Marriage License, both parties to the marriage shall execute
a Notarized Affidavit stating the error. The County Clerk shall file and record the Affidavit as an amendment to the Marriage License, and
the Affidavit is considered part of the Marriage License. Texas Family Code 2.209.
