
 

Election Worker Qualifications 

• Be 18 years or older (except for Student Election Clerks) 
• Be a registered voter in Terry County 
• Be able to take direction well and not be easily distracted 
• Be detail-oriented, organized, able to follow election laws per training 
• Enjoy interactions with people 
• Have dependable transportation to the election polls 
• Be able to lift and carry at least 30 lbs. and stand for long periods of time 
• If Election Day, be able to work at the polling site from 6:00 a.m.-8:00 p.m. or until finished 
• Be able to work the entire duration of the voting day without leaving the polling site 
• Be able to attend a training class before each election 
• Not hold an elected office nor be an employee of an elected official 
• Not be related to an opposed candidate within the 2nd degree of consanguinity or affinity as 

defined by law 
• Not be campaign treasurer or assistant treasurer of a candidate in the election
