
ORDINANCE NO. 2025-0I.28-03

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CLEVELAND, TEXAS ORDERING A
SPECIAL ELECTION TO BE IIELD ON MAY 3, 2025, FOR THE
PURPOSE OF SUBMITTING PROPOSED CHARTER AMENDMENTS TO
THE VOTERS FOR TIIEIR APPROVAL; PROVIDING FOR BALLOTS;
DESIGNATING THE TIME AND PLACE FOR HOLDING SUCH
ELECTIONS; PROVIDING FOR NOTICES; PROVIDING FOR
PUBLICATION; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND, PROVIDING
AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Council (the "Council") of the City of Cleveland, Texas (the ,.City,')

desires to order a special election to submit proposed amendments to the City Charter to the voters
in accordance with Section 9.004 of the Texas Local Govemment Code; and

WHEREAS' Section 3.005 of the Texas Election Code requires that special elections be
ordered not later than the 78th day before the date of the election; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF TIIE CITY OF CLEVELAND,
TEXAS:

Section 1. The findings contained in the preamble ofthis Ordinance are hereby found
to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of the Ordinance.

Section 2. [n accordance with the general laws and the Constitution of the State of
Texas, a Special Municipal Election is hereby called and ordered for Saturday, May 3, 2025, the
same being the first Saturday in May, at which the election of the following propositions for
proposed amendments to the City Charter of the City of Cleveland shall be submitted to the
qualified voters of the City for their action thereon. The proposed amendments to the Charter are
set forth below, a separate number begin assigned to each subject on which an amendment is
proposed for convenience in reference. In the election, the registered voters of the City shalt decide
by voting "Yes" or'No" whether they are in favor of the following propositions:

lq; Liberty. Monteomery and Sa Countlgly, Texas" which is filed in the
City Hall of the City of Cleveland, and entered in the minute book."

"Section 2.02. General powers adopted.

The enumeration ofthe particular powers in this charter shall not be held or deemed
to be exclusive but in addition to the powers enumerated herein or implied hereby
or appropriated to the exercise ofsuch powers, the City shall have and may exercise
all power of local self-govemment and all powers which, under the constih.rtion and
laws of the State of Texas, it would be competent for this charter specifically to
enumerate. The City of Cleveland shall have all the nowers sranted to cities by
the constitution and laws of the State of Texas , tosether with all the implied
Dowers necessary to carrv into execution all the powers granted end-mey
exereise a[ the pervers enumerated fui ltrtiele ll75; Chapter 13; Title 28; ofthe
nevised e ivil St*ut
amended."

"Section 3.02. Qualifications.

The Mayor shall be a resident citizen of the City ofCleveland, at ieast twenty-one
(21) years ofage, and a qualified voter of the State ofTexas: and shall have been a
resident of the City of Cleveland for a period of not less than twelve (12) months
immediately preceding his election, and shall satisfv an other elieibilitv
requirements escribed bv law for the office r which thev are a candidateDT

Each Council member Gon*eihan shall be a resident citizen of the City of
Cleveland, at least twenty-one (21) years of age, and shall have been a resident of
the City of Cleveland for a period of at least twelve (12) months immediately
preceding the election, shall be a qualified voter of the State of Texas, and shall
satisfv anv other elisibilih requirements prescribed by law for the office for
which thev are a candidate shsHnot@. If
the Mayor or any Council member fails to maintain the foregoing qualifications or
shall be absent from three (3) consecutive regularly scheduled meetings without
valid excuse, or shall move from the legally established boundaries of the City of
Cleveland, the City Council must at its next regular meeting declare a vacarcy to
exist and shall fill said vacancy as set forth in Section 3.06 of this charter. "

"Section 3.05. Mayor and mayor pro-tem.

(a) The Mayor shall preside over all City Council meetings; annually *4fli*the
@deliver a State olthe City address to the
City Council and the members of the public; and perform such other duties and



exercise such other authority as may be presqibed and conferred by City
Council when not inconsistent with this Charter.

(b) The City Council, at its first meeting after a general election of its Councit
members, shall elect one of its Council members Mayor Pro-Tem, and that
Council member shall perform all duties of the mayor in the absence or
disability of the Mayor."

(p) Define all nuisances and prohibit the same within the City and outside the city
limits for a distance of five thousand feet; to police all parks or grounds,
speedways, or boulevards owned by the City and laying outside of the City, to
prohibit the pollution of any stream, drain or tributaries thereof, which may
constitute the source of water supply of the City and to provide for policing the
same as weil as to provide for the protection ofany water sheds and the policing

Section 2. In accordance with the general laws and Constitution ofthe State ofTexas, a special
election shall be held concurrently with the city general municipal election on Saturday, May 3,
2025, at which special election there shall be submitted to the qualified voters of the City, for their
action thereon, proposed amendments to the Cleveland City Charter as set forth in this ordinance.

Section 3. In accordance with Section 52.072(d) ofthe Texas Election code Tex. Elec. code
Ann. $ the aforementioned propositions for proposed amendments to the City Charter of the City
of Cleveland shall appear on the ballot before the following listing of offices for the General
Election be held jointly at which election the qualified voters of the City will elect the following
public officials:

a. Mayor
b. Council Position 1

c. Council Position 2

Section 4. Joint Election - Liberty County. That the election be held jointly between the City
of cleveland, Liberty county, Texas by its county Election(s) offrcer, hereinafter sometimes
called "Liberty County contracting officer" or "Liberty county clerk" and other contracting
political subdivisions. The election shall be conducted by the County Elections Officer as stated
per the terms of the 2025 Election Services Contract with the County Elections Officer state of
Texas, county of Liberry, which agreement was duly approved by the city acting through its city
Council at a meeting held on or about January 28,2025.

All election equipment, election supplies, and election services used to coordinate, supervise, and



administer the Liberty County Joint Election shall be in accordance with the provisions of the
Texas Election Code and the agreement(s) referenced above. Each polling location for both early
voting and election day voting shall be accessible to disabled voters. The Liberty County
Contracting Officer shall prepare the voting system for polling locations during Early Voting and
on Election Day. Election materials as outlined in the Texas Election Code, shall be printed in
both English and Spanish for use at the polling place and for Early Voting and Election Day for
said election.

The voting systern used shall be as set forth in the City's Election Services Contract with the
Liberty County Contracting Officer referenced above. It is currently anticipated that the Verity
Voting system will be used, including Verity Print, Verity Touch and Verity Touch Writer with
Verity Access interface using the Verity Scan; and the mail ballot system from Hart lnterCivic.

Section 5. Pollins Information - Liberty County. Polls in Liberty County, Texas, shall be open
for voting on Election Day, May 3,2025, from 7:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. at the following polling
places. The Liberty County shall have the authority to add and,ior remove polling locations as

deemed appropriate.
