Motion was made by Commissioner Burson to allow Precinct 3 to purchase a dump truck at auction
for up to $6,500 to come out of equipment. Seconded by Commissioner Estes, Commissioner
Francis Abstained, passed with a 4-0 vote, it is so ordered.



Motion was made by Commissioner Francis to allow Precinct 2 to purchase a motor grader from
auction for up to $85,000 to be borrowed from General Fund. Proceeds from the sale of old motor
grader will be put toward note from General Fund. Interest will be paid at current rate. Seconded
by Commissioner Burson, Commissioner Wellman Abstained, passed with a 4-0 vote, it is so
ordered.
