Judge Stephanie L. Davis opened the meeting at 9:04 a.m.
Commissioner Gillette gave the invocation.
Commissioner Sides made the motion to approve the Minutes of the September 21,2020 Commissioners'

Court Meeting as presented. Commissioner Gillette seconds the motion. All approved. Motion canied.

Medicaid nursing facility and accept proposals from qualified persons or entities interested in providing additional

Medicaid certified beds in Comanche County. All approved. Motion carried.

Commissioners Sides and Underwood made the motion and second to approve the Notice of Public Hearing

for comments regarding the establishment of a new nursing home facility with additional Medicaid beds. All
approved. Motion carried. The notice will also be published in the Texas Register for 30 days and comments may

also be made there.

The grant will pay

overtime for Sheriff s Deputies during peak holiday times. The Grant Perion runs from November 13, 2020 thru

December 2,2021.
