
Notice of Foreclosure Sale

1. Property to be Sold. The Property to be sold is described as follows: (including buildings,
fences, windmills and tanks, pumps, motors, watering and irrigation equipment and ap-paratus and
any other improvements and fixtures now or later affixed to or used on the described land):

2. Instrument to be Foreclosed. The instrument to be foreclosed is the deed of trust recorded
in Volume 402, Page 17 of the Deed of Trust Records ofComanche County, Texas.

The deed of trust permits the beneficiary to postpone, withdraw, or reschedule the sale for
another day.

4. Terms of Sale. The sale will be conducted as a public auction to the highest bidder for
cash, subject to the provisions of the deed of trust permitting the beneficiary the-reunder to have
the bid-credited to the note up to the amount ofthe unpaid debt secured by the deed of trust at the
time of sale.

Pursuant to section 51.0075 of the Texas Property Code, the trustee reserves the right to
set further reasonable conditions for conducting the sale. Any such further conditions shall be
announced before bidding is opened for the first sale ofthe day held by the trustee or any substitute
trustee.

5. Type ofsale. The sale is a nonjudicial deed of tnrst lien foreclosure sale beins conducted
pursuant to the power of sale granted by the deed of trust executed by Grantor therein. The real
property and personal property encumbered by the deed of trust will be sold at the sale in
accordance with the provisions of the deed of trust and as permitted by section 9.604(a) of the
Texas Business and Commerce Code.
