1.  County Judge Doug Page called the meeting to order at 9:00 A.M. and noted that the agenda was properly filed and posted at 10:20 A.M., Feb.3,2022. All Commissioners were present, other officials’ present included, County Auditor Bonnie Kennedy, County Attorney Colton Hay, Treasurer Bob Dockens, Tax Assessor Nancy Shanafelt, JP4 Richard Steptoe Constable 1 Adamick and County Clerk Shasta Bergman, Judge Page welcomed everyone to the meeting.

A motion was made by Commissioner Smith and seconded by Commissioner Loftin to table this item until the next meeting. Motion carried.

8. Discuss and Act on donating $7,500.00 to the Apple Springs Volunteer Fire Department to pay for repairs needed to the Fire Station and Fire Trucks. Money to be used from COVID Relief Funds. Tabled. 
9. Discuss and Act on Funding Projects for Pennington Water Supply Referenced in the Attached Document. Funding would be from the American Rescue Plan Funds. Item tabled until March 2022 Regular Session. 
10.  Discuss and Act on Approval of Personnel Action Forms. None presented. 
11.  Approval of Complete Check Register for January 2022 was made by a motion from Commissioner Park and seconded by Commissioner Truss. Motion carried.

12. Approval of Declared Surplus/Salvage Items was made by a motion from Commissioner Smith and seconded by Commissioner Loftin. Motion carried.

Motion carried.
17. Discuss and Act on Approving Contract Employee for Trinity County District Attorney’s Office. Item tabled at this time. 

18. Discuss and Act on Approval of Trinity County District Clerk Spacesaver Roller Unit File Storage. Item tabled; District Clerk is waiting on another bid. 

19. Approval of Commissioners to Demolish the Building on County Property Adjacent to Groveton Fire Department with Commissioner Truss supervising demolition, made by a motion from Commissioner Smith and seconded by Commissioner Loftin. Motion carried.
20. Discuss and act on building a temporary jail on county property adjacent to the Groveton Fire Department. Item tabled until next regular session.
